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Planting Roses

1.Dig a hole approximately 12 to 18 inches deep. 
2.Fill the hole with water and allow to drain. It should drain within 1 hour.
3.Trim off any  broken branches or roots. 
4.Place plant in the hole and build up soil underneath until the plant is at the desired 
height. The graft union should be above the soil line. 
5.Refill hole with soil, tamp down to remove any air pockets. Make a small raised soil 
ring around the rose to collect water.
6.Use a root stimulator (follow directions on the label as instructions vary by product.) 
Water in well.

Fertilizing Check List

After roses are in full leaf, apply a balanced fertilizer to each plant, follow label direc-
tions. 

1.Fertilize when plants are in full leaf
2.Fertilize again after first bloom
3.Fertilize 6 weeks before anticipated first frost (before Sept. 1 in our area)
4.For proper hardening of canes for winter, do not fertilize late in fall.
5.A fertilizer with systemic insecticide will also help to prevent insect infestations.

Cutting Roses

Cut roses for home use early in the morning when the moisture level and sugar content is 
the highest. Use a sharp knife or pruner. Remove foliage that will be below the water 
level inside the vase. Re-cut stems before placing in a vase with water and floral preser-
vative inside.
